Dear Followers of Christ,

Right now, close your eyes
and quickly think of five
prominent figures from the
New Testament. Okay, times

* up. What names did you come
up with? Did you think of
Jesus or was that too obvious?
How about Peter, Paul, Mary? Did you think
of John, Luke, Mark, or maybe even Judas?
Did anyone think of
betting that no one reading this letter thought
of Bartholomew! Bartholomew is one of Jesus
12 chosen disciples, but in many ways he is
more like us and countless other Christians,
someone that hardly anyone has ever heard
of.

August 24 is observed by the Western Church
as St. Bartholomew the Apostle Day. Try
finding a Hallmark card marking this occasion.
Bartholomew is listed in Matthew 10:3; Mark
3:18; and Luke 6:14 as one of the twelve
apostles chosen by Jesus. In Acts 1:13 he is
listed with the other apostles who witnessed
the ascension of Jesus into heaven. Other
than this, Bartholomew is not mentioned at

all in the rest of the New Testament. Some
believe that Bartholomew was also known as
Nathaniel, and is the one referred to in John
1:45-51. Others disagree with this conclusion.

Even as we donot

have much in terms of solid facts about him
from other sources. The early fourth century
historian Eusebius says that Bartholomew
went as a missionary to India and left the
people with the Gospel of Matthew. In the
late fourth century, Jerome likewise speaks of
Bartholomew being in India. Traditions of
Bartholomew being in India, also have him
being martyred there. Other traditions have
him serving as a missionary in Ethiopia,
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Mesopotamia, Parthia, and Lycaonia. Another
strong tradition says that Bartholomew and fellow
Apostle Jude went to Armenia and founded the
Armenian Apostolic Church. The two of them are
considered the
tradition says that he was martyred in
Albanopolis, Armenia, either by beheading or, as
a more popular tradition states, by being flayed
alive and crucified, head downward. In the 130

erected at the reported site of his martyrdom. As
you can see, we have no clear picture as to who
Bartholomew was or what he accomplished.

Again | say, Bartholomew is so very much like us
and so many other countless Christians. There

by and large unknown to others. Yet, this much |
know about Bartholomew and all of us. The Lord
accomplished His purpose through Bartholomew
and He does the same through us. Even as Jesus
chose Bartholomew to be one of the twelve, so
He has chosen us to be His own. We have been
chosen, and God is using us to carry out His
purpose and His plan. The other thing | know, is
that though like Bartholomew, we are not known
to too many others, we are known to God. In
Matthew 10:30 Jesus tells us that in terms of God
knowing us that 0 Even the very hairs of your
