
Dear People of Zion, 

I donôt know a whole lot about 

business, but like you, I have heard 

of the term Silent Partner. A Silent 

Partner is one who makes an 

investment in a business enterprise, 

but has no say in running the 

business, in making any of the 

decisions, and is even limited in 

terms of giving any input or 

suggestions. Here at Zion Lutheran Church and 

School, I very much appreciate your partnership. I am 

thankful to God that we are partners in the ministry of 

Jesus Christ. As I think of you and the ministry we 

share, I canôt help but echo the words of the Apostle 

Paul as he writes to the Philippian Christians: 

I thank my God every time I remember you. 

In all my prayers for all of you, I always pray with 

joy because of your partnership in the gospel from 

the first day until now, being confident of this, that 

he who began a good work in you will carry it on to 

completion until the day of Christ Jesus. Philippians 

1:3-6 

As I pray for you and thank God for your 

partnership, I am especially happy to say that as I 

write this letter, in terms of your financial investment 

in Zion, our offerings have increased. Thank you for 

your financial support of this ministry. Please 

continue, especially during the summer months. As 

important as your offerings are, let me clearly say that 

I donôt want to have you as a Silent Partner. This is 

your ministry. I urge you to not be silent. Give your 

input; make suggestions; help make decisions. If you 

are a Silent Partner, you have no say in the direction 

or the course of ministry, and it wonôt really be your 

ministry, but someone elseôs. As you think of your 

partnership here at Zion Lutheran Church and School, 

please consider the following points: 

Take ownership. Think of your part in this ministry, 

like that of being a homeowner. Itôs not always the 

case, but frequently homeowners consider the 

condition of the home and what is needed, 

differently than do renters. Please own the 

ministry as your very own. 

Think ñUsò not ñThemò and ñWeò not ñTheyò. As 

we face challenges and opportunities, it ought not 

to be ï What are they going to do about it? But 

rather ï How are we going to address this 

situation or opportunity? Be a part of the solution, 
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realizing weôre all in this ministry together. 

Have Positive Speak and Constructive Criticism. Please 

forgive my humanness for sometimes feeling that all 

people want to do is complain. I know that is not the case. 

I ask you, however, to strive to speak positively, seeking 

to build up others and the ministry. Make sure your 

criticisms are constructive, spoken in love, and come with 

your willingness and desire to help. Please also speak 

positively in the community. Be an ambassador for Zion; a 

light of hope and love. A couple of important scriptures to 

remember are: Do not let any unwholesome talk come out 

of your mouth, but only what is helpful for building 

others up according to their needs (Ephesians 4:29).  

 Let us therefore make every effort to do what leads to 

peace and to mutual edification (Romans 14:19). 
Invest yourself. Silent Partners invest their money in a 

business venture. I am asking you to invest yourself. 

Think of the ways that God has blessed you. What 

resources do you have in terms of time, talents, and 

treasures? How can you employ these for the good of the 

ministry? Think of it this way ï It would be very nice of 

you to use your resources for the good of someone elseôs 

family, but do you not also want to use them for the 

benefit of your own family? Partnership at Zion means 

looking at Zion as your family ï your family of faith. 

Invest yourself in this ministry that God has entrusted to 

all of us. 

Be Patient and In Love. All of us have different ideas as to 

what this ministry should look like and what we should 

and shouldnôt be doing. If you donôt see immediate change 

or if change isnôt happening how you think it should, be 

patient. And yes, be In Love. It is your love for God and 

for one another that must drive this ministry. If we 

remember Jesus command to love God with all of our 

being and to love our neighbors as ourselves, God will 

richly bless this ministry and the partnership we have. In 

Colossians 3:12-15, Paul speaks of virtues we all need in 

the church. In verse 14 he says ï And over all these 

virtues put on love, which binds them all together in 

perfect unity. 
Dear partners, I love you. Letôs all put on love and move 

forward together. Letôs do so as a team, as a partnership, yes, 

as the very Body of Christ. Letôs remember, Jesus Christ is our 

CEO. Let us all be willing, joyful partners and servants of the 

King, God Most High, Our Savior and Lord!

The proposed Zion Lutheran Church and School budget 

for 2010-2011 was approved on Sunday, June 6. This 

budget is based on a total of $1,473,000 (a decrease of 

$500,000+ from the previous year), weekly general fund 

offerings of $10,000, weekly connect offerings of $1,500, 

Kindergarten-8th grade school enrollment of 105 

students, and Preschool enrollment of 24 students.
