something or someone. In fact, 
we may already be there. Just 

out of curiosity, I did an internet search of three 
random dates. In the search box, I typed in 
March 8 and then July 31 and then November 
17. I discovered that March 8 is observed each 
year as International Women's Day, IWD for 
short. Now I must say, between my wife, my four 
daughters, my mother and my mother-in-law, I 
have at least 7 significant women in my life and I 
have never observed or even known about 
International Women's Day. On July 31, there 
are three things that are observed and 
celebrated, none of which are universally known. 
July 31 is the Feast of St. Ignatius of Loyola. It is 
IŜǊƻŜǎΩ 5ŀȅ in Malaysia and it is Flag Day in 
Hawaii. And what about November 17? My 
internet search revealed to me something rather 
surprising, and even frightening. In addition to

of Greece. As a result of that, November 17 is 
now the name of a Greek terrorist group. 

Yes, it would seem that most every day of the 
year, is regarded by someone as being significant 
for one reason or another. The reason I mention 
all of this is because recently I was made aware 
of September 12. Did you know that this year, 
September 12 is being observed as National Back 
to Church Sunday? What is this day all about? It 
is a way of encouraging those who have quit 
going to church, or who have taken most of the 
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summer off, to return. It is intended to encourage
